Annotated Bibliography
What is an annotated bibliography?


An annotated bibliography is a list of citations of books, articles and other materials used in your research. Each citation is followed by a brief (usually about 150 words) descriptive and evaluative paragraph: the annotation. The purpose of the annotation is to inform the reader of the relevance, accuracy and quality of the sources cited.


For our purposes, the information in your annotated bibs will be slightly modified. 

· First, cite the book, article or document using the appropriate MLA format (http://www.citationmachine.net/mla)

· Then write a concise annotation that 

· (a) summarizes the central theme and scope of the book or article

· (b) evaluate the authority or background of the piece

· (c) explain how this work illuminates your bibliography topic 
· (d) explain how you incorporated this source into your multigenre research project and where I can find that corresponding piece.

Fuller, Alexandra. Scribbling the Cat. Barnes: New York, 1995.


Alexandra Fuller’s second autobiographical novel is full of pivoting stories told as a series of journal entries, each introduced with a photo of the people or places from her travels. Like her first book, Don’t Let’s Go to the Dogs Tonight, Fuller’s writing is rich with evocative, raw language. It does not feel like she tempers down any of the harsh realities, in terms of the horrors of war or her own behavior on the trip, to make it less startling for her audience. As I am doing my project on Alexandra Fuller, I thought reading a second autobiography would give me a richer sense of both her life and language. I used Alexandra Fuller’s book Scribble the Cat as inspiration for my poem about the life of a Mozambiquian warrior. It was in her retelling of the residual horrors, or spooks as they are called in the book, that men who have gone to war wrestle with their entire lives that I came to understand the lasting psychological damage of war. The poem is on page 3 of my multi-genre paper.
